2. Host Team Responsibilities

c. Warm-up times and lane assignments shall be 
published in the meet information and posted at 
several locations around the pool area.

“Illinois Swimming, Inc. Safety Guidelines and 
Warm-up Procedures will be in affect at this meet.” 

d. An announcer shall be on duty for the entire Warm-
up session to announce lane and/or time changes 
and to assist with the conduct of the Warm-up. 

e. Hazards in locker rooms, on the deck area or in 
areas used by coaches, swimmers, spectators, or 
officials shall be removed or clearly marked

3. Miscellaneous: 
a. Backstrokes shall ensure that they are not starting at 

the same time as a swimmer on the blocks. 
b. Swimmers shall not jump or dive into the pool to 

stop another swimmer on a recalled start.
